The overall layout accommodates a Sunday school for education of children and 
adults, a simple Shrine complex, Kitchen and Porch complex and a multi‐
functional Pavilion complex. This simple, elegant, efficient layout provides an 
adequate facility for the educational focus of Chinmaya Mission. The small pond 
and wet‐weather creek at the back of the property provide an idyllic setting for 
future enhancement. The current layout occupies about quarter of the available 
build out with ample room for expansion in the future.

Donors can write a lump sum check or pay over five years in five installments of 20% each. 
 

(i) Annual contributions will be considered as part of Capital Fund Raising for purposes 
of leaving a legacy in the form of both sponsoring and naming opportunities. 

(ii) Can pay the remaining amounts by signing a lump sum check or extending annual 
contributions to five‐years by signing a pledge form. 

(iii) Current / Initial contribution should be 20% of the pledge and the remaining amount 
be paid in equal installments over the next four years. 

(iv) Up to two families can jointly pledge the suggested donation amount and have both 
families listed as sponsors of one space. Each family can have up to two names for 
each sponsored space. 

(v) If the donor is unable to fulfill the pledge within the five years, the space will be
